 CVRM figures show that children and families make up the fastest growing segment of 
the homeless population; the average homeless child in this country is 6 years old. RDRC notes 
their clients require a broad range of services in order to return to self-sufficiency and regain 
independence and financial security; among those services is one of the most basic: clothing. 
Windermere agents will be delivering boxes of hats, scarves, coats and blankets to both locations 
on Friday, October 29.
